Placed
second in the El Cajon Stakes and third in the Grade II San Fernando Breeders’ Cup Stakes, earning a Beyer figure of 102.

By multiple graded stakes winner BROAD BRUSH ($2,656,793), sire of 94 stakes winners and progeny earnings of $68.7 million,
including champions FARDA AMIGA ($1,282,302), winner of the Grade 1 Kentucky Oaks and CONCERN ($3,079,350), winner of the
Grade I Breeders’ Cup Classic.

Out of multiple stakes winner and Grade III winner MISS HIGH BLADE ($508,396) winner of six stakes including the Countess Fager
Handicap-G3, dam of stakes winner and graded stakes-placed MISS HOT SALSA ($227,756); granddam of Victoryasecret,
($121,260) and Four Song Limit.
